Social Darwinism - the application of natural selection on human society; survival of the fittest.  Popular in the late 1800s as a way to justify why the rich are rich and the poor are poor.

Eugenics - the selection of desired heritable characteristics in order to improve future generations; used to advocate a system that would allow the more suitable races a chance of prevailing over the less suitable. 

Nativism - a policy of favoring native inhabitants as opposed to immigrants; led to ethnic tensions
